When a term does not a parent-child condition but you feel it should still have a relationship, consider using RT (the associative relationship). The related term (RT) is associated as siblings are in the sense of: Common derivation, Connected disciplines, Objects commonly associated, Processes that work in similar situations, Actions that are related (carpentry and painting), Casual dependence, Actions and their products or targets

Consider Used for (UF) when a term is more common or expressive of a concept that is KM related for synonyms, spelled out version of acronyms, more appropriate for a broader audience than jargon.
